EMANUELA PIERANTOZZI BIOGRAPHY

Emanuela Pierantozzi was born in Bologna in 1968 and she is the second of three brothers. 
The father and mother sent up to her, when she was a baby, the passion for nature, art and sport. 
Emanuela started to do judo at the age of nine years. 
A thirteen years old she conquered her first major medal, winning the Italian Championship in her age’s category and coming so convening in the Italian National Youth Judo  Team. 
Emanuela over a twenty-year career has won the most important international trophies, including Europeans, World Cup, the Mediterranean Games and winning two Olympic medals (silver in Barcelona 1992, bronze in Sydney 2000). 
Emanuela athlete has received the most important sports awards (gold medal and gold star of the Italian Olympic Committee, Ambassador of Sport, Knight of the Republic). 
Emanuela ended his racing career by winning the bronze in Sydney in 2000, it was a special medal, a medal won because working with its own staff. 
In 2001, she candidated herself and she was elected to the executive of the Athletes Italian Commission of the  Italian National Olympic Committee and of the European Olympic Committee, for which she worked until 2005. 
In 2002 Emanuela has been part as a member of the newly Ministerial Commission Anti-Doping Agency. From 2003 to 2006 she has been part of the European Women and Sport Commission. 
From 2005 to 2007 she was trainer of Italian National youth judo Team . Since 2007 she is a researcher at the Faculty of Sport Sciences, University of Bologna. 
Emanuela began the artistic activity in 2001, the year after the Summer Olympics in Sydney, when she started to attend the workshop of a sculptor Bologna. In 2003 she enrolled at the Art College of Bologna and participated in various art competitions. 
In 2004 she won the competition to develop the Pantani’s Monument  for the city of Cesenatico that achieved in 2005. As sculptress she loves working the clay, wood, bronze and marble. 
Currently she divides between Bologna where she workes as a sport researcher, Genoa seat of her judo club where she teaches judo since 1992, and Ferrara where she has her sculpture’s laboratory.
