The Montanelli Museum (MuMo) is one of the few small private museums in the Czech Republic. It was established by the founder of the DrAK Foundation, which operates the museum.  Among the institutional aims of the museum are the exhibition activities, the management of the DrAK Foundation collection, the presentation of visiting guest collections, educational and cultural programmes.  

Since its ceremonial opening the Montanelli Museum has been a much visited centre of art exhibitions. In this way it has now achieved its strong position both in the Czech Republic and abroad.  The museum is a continuing activity of the Montanelli Gallery, which opened in  2003. The gallery undertakes publishing and production activity for MuMo. To date several dozen books and catalogues have been published.  

Solo and group exhibitions of both local and world-renowned authors have brought back a very high level of cultural and social life to this over-commercialised part of Prague.  Exhibition openings and their accompanying events are regularly attended by between 400 and 1000 visitors.  

Through its exceptional location right in the heart of Prague's tourist trail the museum addresses not only Czech citizens and inhabitants of Prague, but also a great many foreign visitors. A frequent and diverse programme of current functions, such as  lectures, live interviews with artists, workshops, walking tours and school programmes, take place alongside the staging of exhibitions.   

A long-term international collaboration is developing with German museums, such as the Solingen Museum of Arts, the Felix-Nussbaum-Haus / Museum of Cultural History in Osnabrück, as well as with other European cultural institutions.
