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	 Swoon (AKA Marc Neys) (°1968, Essen, Belgium) is an artist who works in a variety of media; he's a video-artist / soundscape-constructor.

 "Like all good art, the work of Swoon transports us to a state. It is a state of attention and reverie at the same time, where the artist shares with us his own intense experience of the moment, and then sends us each on our own inner investigations." (Yahia Lababidi) 

With a conceptual approach, Swoon (AKA Marc Neys) tries to increase the dynamic between audience and author by objectifying emotions and investigating the duality that develops through different interpretations. 

His artworks never shows the complete intention of the original components. This results in the fact that the artist can easily imagine an own interpretation without being hindered by the historical reality. By examining the ambiguity and origination via retakes and variations, he tries to approach a wide scale of subjects in a multi-layered way, likes to involve the viewer in a way that is sometimes physical by crawling under their skin. 

His works appear as dreamlike images in which fiction and reality meet, well-known tropes merge, meanings shift, past and present fuse. Time, dreams and memory always play a key role. By applying a poetic and often metaphorical language, he wants to amplify the astonishment of the spectator by creating compositions of sound, word and image that leave traces and balances on the edge of recognition and alienation. 

His works directly respond to the surrounding environment and uses everyday experiences from the artist. .

“Longing,” as Heidegger defines it, “is the agony of the nearness of the distant”. Something of this delicious torment informs the dense visual and sonic tapestries found in these videos. In his miniatures paintings and films, Swoon (aka Marc Neys) piles layer upon layer of information and sensation –ghostly voices and pathos, echoing memory’s dizzy playground, alongside snatches of half-forgotten dreams, or lives."(Yahia Lababidi)
