Cesáreo Young (1971-?)
In 1989 he begins learning drawing, painting and ceramics techniques in workshops led by national artists Carlos Arboleda, Manuel Adam Vasquez, Olga Sánchez Borbon, in the Center of Art and Culture of the Ministry of Education of Panama.

In addition, his curiosity kept him in permanent investigation of the various art manifestations; from traditional to the most current art, in a self-taught way, which receives a permanent contribution in his way of seeing the creative realization.

In 1992 he made his first exhibition entitled "Proposiciones" in the art gallery of the National Institute of Culture, and from this exhibition on he initiates a constant artistic activity both on the national and international scene in countries like Spain, Cuba, Colombia, Costa Rica, Guatemala, in both collective and individual exhibitions.

In 2004 he creates with the cultural promoter Analisa Williams “Casa Cultural Huellas” project focused on bringing the community closer to art, creating a space where adults and children can see, understand and appreciate what is being done nationally and internationally, through classes, workshops and exhibitions.

From this project emerged a variety of activities, contributing to the national art scene, as the “Festival de Papel”, “Festival de Poesia y Arte Erotico”, residences and meetings of artists, and a constant support to young artists.

In 2007 to the photographer through the Panamanian Sandra Eleta, the artist initiates a workshop with artists of “Taller Portobelo”, in the province of Colon, Panama, workshop based on processes of creation and exchange between the descendants of Congo culture artists and artist.

In 2009 participated in the study group Panama Peirceanos, for research of semiotics in the plastic arts, such a group has resulted in the “Oh, Patria tan Pequeña” exhibition in the same year.

 In 2007 he won a scholarship for residence of the Karrvaz Foundation, in Albacete, Spain, where he spent three months dedicated both visual and practical research.

In 2009 he was selected to represent Panama in the “Corredor Cultural” project, by Foundation Rozas Botran. The project was exhibited in Guatemala, Panama and El Salvador.

His works are part of national and international collections as American Erotic Art Museum (Bogotá, Colombia), Foundation for the Arts Manuel Montilla (Chiriqui, Panamá), Institute of African Americans Dances (Washington, United States), and Foundation Karrvaz (Albacete, Spain), National University of Panamá (Panamá).
His works have been included in various national publications such as international as “Agenda Ecológica” (Editorial Legis, Colombia), “Arte Contemporáneo, Imagen y Critica” (Foundation A&T, Argentina), “Nuevas Banderas” (Foundation Rozas Boltran y Telefónica Centroamérica), “El Espíritu Del  Agua” (Editorial Legis, Colombia), “Patrimonio Artístico” (Universidad de Panamá, Editorial Universitaria) 

From year 2007 his work initiates a change based on the interest of the everyday objects, the use of the popular decorative elements, and the creation of elaborate sculptural objects basically with elements of industrial mass production or elements of discard that initiates a process of aesthetic research of the process of Panamanian folk art and its expressive possibilities.
Currently this research led him to the production of his most recent work "Charms". Series based on a fusion of multiple disciplines as collage, painting, sculpture, assemblage, digital photography, digital collage, video installation. Through the possibilities that each technique offers  the artists explores on one hand the culture of Panama and on the other hand the recent political history, playing with  the freedom offered by contemporaneity.
